The 90's was the decade 
of dominance for girls· ba.\ketball. Under head coach Air. Randy Frazier, there were 8 district champion­
ship.\·, 2 regional championship.\·, 1 state rwmer-up, and 2 state championship.\\ Kara Sanders ( '96 team) 
and Ashley McElhiney ('99 team) were selected Teunes.\·ee Class A Miss· Basketball.
